a. Fire Chief — Cox
i District Activities:
Fire Chief Cox reported that on 7/20/21 a Leadership Training Seminar for the Captains and Chief Officers
was held. It was hosted by local resident, Navy SEAL combat veteran and author of “Embrace the Suck”
Brent Gleeson. The priorities in the seminar focused on mental resilience and the mission of the District.

Lennar has given notice that they have completed all the homes in the Lakes. They have agreed to
reimburse the District for the previous year and District staff is now working with them to have the
subsequent development agreement assigned to the Homeowners Association.

ii. Zumagque Road hazardous fuel removal:

Fire Chief Cox reported that CalFire will be assigning crews to clean up the Zumagque creek crossing.
There will be a meeting with Supervisor Desmond and his aides on 8/3/2021 at the crossing.
iii. Cal-JAC Program:
The North Zone agencies are moving towards using the California Firefighter Joint Apprenticeship
Committee, Cal-JAC, for recruitment needs as the Palomar College JPA is in the process of dissolving. This
new partnership will allows for a statewide list of candidates to recruit from. The District will still utilize
Fire 98 for training hour reimbursement, however while the candidate is apprenticing through Cal-JAC
the District’s 53.20 per training hour dollars will be held by Cal-JAC on the District’s behalf. Chief
responded to questions from the Board.
iv. RSFA/Patrol Tenant Improvements:

Fire Chief reported that the tenant improvements are starting in August.

b. Operations — Deputy Chief:
Deputy Chief McQuead reported there is an uptick in calls at 2000 this year so far. Crews are doing a lot
of hazard calls for snake removals.
Chief McQuead reported on the current fires burning throughout the state and current deployments in
the County.

c. Volunteer — Volunteer Recruitment & Retention Coordinator:
Chief Twohy reported that a total of 576 volunteer hours of service were granted to the community.
Grant requested for Medic School.

d. Training — Battalion Chief: Not present.
Battalion Chief Thompson reported that there is currently an open recruitment for a
Firefighter/Paramedic.

e. Fire Prevention — Fire Marshal: Not present.
Fire Chief reported that building is slow, there are tenant improvements in 4s Ranch area and an
anticipating a 4 story assisted living building coming to the area.
The AB38 inspections, that became effective January 1, are being performed utilizing the hourly rate for
Fire Prevention currently. This Bill ensures that properties sold are retrofitted to ensure building codes
and defensible space standards are being met.

f. Manager, Finance & Administration

i HR: Nothing to report.

ii. Finance: Manager Caccavo reported that the assessed valuations came in and the growth looks to be
an increase of 3.8%, budget reflects 3.5%. CalPERS preliminary investment returns are 21.3% for
FY20/21. Private and public equity were the high earning classes. To date the total current market
fund value is at $473.59 billion as of 7/20. Funding Risk Policy has been triggered and there will be a
reduction in the discount rate from 7% to 6.8%. The high return will hopefully offset the impact of the
discount rate reduction. Once staff receives the updated pension tools they will run more scenarios.
CalPERS Health insurance premium rates for calendar year 2022 will have an overall increase of
4.86% increase.

iii) Director Comments

(1) Director Malin: Finance Committee met and are working on a quarterly report with
unencumbered cash to send as an additional discretionary payment to CalPERS. They are also
working on what percentage of depreciated equipment to hold as a reserve.

(2) Director Stine: Director Stine expressed his neighbor’s appreciation for the crews from Station 2
who came out and responded to a water line break; the response time was so quick that the
insurance company said that hundreds of dollars in damage was prevented.

Director Stine is currently helping to put together a proposal for prevention of the dangers of
electromagnetic field (EMF) radiation as it pertains to firefighter health and wellness. Recent
reports indicate that firefighters incur a 14% higher risk of cancer due to electric and magnetic
field (EMF) radiation. At the recent Foundation meeting, 50% of the cost was approved to outfit
the staff for healthy bio energy fields. Chief Twohy added that the resolution from the
Foundation would like to support with a 50/50 split of 515,000 - S7500 by the District and S7500
by the Foundation. The topic is to be reviewed by Health and Safety Committee’s Battalion Chief
Bennett and Captain Salameh and will be brought back to the Foundation. Rancho Santa Fe Fire
Protection District would be the first District in the State of California to be EMF safe should it
pass.

Weather Discussion

High pressure dominated the weather pattern for Central and
Southern California in July. As the center of the high
meandered between the Four Corners Area and the Great
Basin, its influence became very strong at times and induced
periods of record heat across interior regions of California.

The transition of weak troughs across the Pacific Northwest in
conjunction with a persistent marine layer influence along the
West Coast brought brief periods of cooling mainly near the
coasts. Otherwise, temperatures averaged out to above normal
for the month (Fig 1). Surface winds were primarily south to
west across the region the entire month, with breezy episodes
through the desert passes when the ridge of high pressure
shifted or weakened. The anticyclonic flow around the ridge
helped to import monsoon moisture into the region, with
isolated to scattered thunderstorms forming most days, mainly e T
across the mountains and deserts.

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Fuels Discussion

Extreme to exceptional drought persisted across most
of the region in July, and moderate to severe drought
continued across Southern California south and east of
Los Angeles County (Fig 3). Precipitation from
showers and thunderstorms led to increases in the
1000-hr and 100-hr dead fuel moisture values across
most mountain and desert areas in July (Fig 4).
However, the valley and foothill locations reached
record breaking low levels with values that persisted
below the 3rd percentile (Fig 5). Live fuel moisture
continued to slowly decrease in July and most of the
region is currently between 50% and 80% (Fig 6).

SOUTH OPS OUTLOOK

The sea surface temperatures across the Pacific Ocean have changed little over the past month. They are
near to a little above normal across the Gulf of Alaska and the Equatorial Pacific and a little below normal
along the West Coast (Fig7). Climate models suggest that there will be little change to the current sea
surface temperature pattern through the fall months, favoring a continued migration of the upper high
back and forth between the Four Corners area and the Great Basin into September (Fig 8). As such,
temperatures will continue to be above normal for August and September especially across the inland
areas, and near normal along the West Coast due to contributions from the persistent marine layer. The
Eastern Pacific High will likely reside off the California coast from late September through November
bringing above normal temperatures to the entire region. Monsoon moisture will continue to be imported
into the region from time to time in August and September and this will help generate isolated to scattered
storms most days across the mountains and deserts for near normal rainfall totals. However,
precipitation events will trend down in October and November. Below normal rainfall is anticipated for
these months as the pattern changes and troughs of low pressure are expected to ride up over the top of
the ridge and across the Pacific Northwest. Pacific troughs that drop southward into the Great Basin from
the Pacific Northwest will bring strong offshore winds to Southern California. Southern California is
expected to receive a near normal amount of strong offshore wind events, or Santa Ana winds in October
and November. The large fire threat will remain above normal across Southern California from the
mountains westward in October and November as warm and dry conditions combine with these stronger
offshore winds. The potential for large fire will become near normal across Central California in October
and November since offshore winds rarely surface across this part of the area.

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE RANCHO SANTA FE FIRE
PROTECTION DISTRICT TO ADOPT A CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PLAN FOR THE USE OF FIRE
MITIGATION FEE REVENUE

WHEREAS, the Rancho Santa Fe Fire Protection District (District), imposes a mitigation fee pursuant to
California Government Code Section 66000, et seq. (Mitigation Fee Act) and Chapter 3 of Division 10 of
Title 8 (commencing with Section 810.301) of the San Diego County Code of Regulatory Ordinances (Fire
Mitigation Fee Ordinance);

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 66002 of the Mitigation Fee Act, the governing body of a local agency
that levies a mitigation fee may adopt a capital improvement plan, which shall be adopted by and
annually updated by a resolution at a noticed public hearing;

WHEREAS, the County’s Fire Mitigation Fee (FMF) Ordinance requires that fire agencies participating in
the FMF Program adopt a five-year Capital Improvement Plan indicating the approximate location, size,
time of availability, and cost estimates for long-term fire protection facilities and equipment (Facilities)
to be financed with the FMF revenue; and

WHEREAS, notice of the hearing to update the District’s Capital Improvement Plan was given, as
required by law, as shown by the affidavit of publication on file herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT the five-year Capital Improvement Plan for use of Fire
Mitigation Fee revenue within the District is as follows:

Previously Approved Projects by the Fire Mitigation Committee:
PROJECT #1: FY 21/22

TYPE | ENGINE (40% FMF Funding) 5$284,000
FMF Committee approved — FY 21
Estimated Cost | FMF % Amount Gen. Fund Amount
$710,000 40% $284,000 60% $426,000

Justification: When the Fire District reorganized with CSA 107, it inherited (2) older Type | engines. Both
units have since been removed from service and sold due to long term maintenance and usability issues.
Fire station 6 is currently using a Type | engine that came from RSF’s reserve fleet. The proposal calls for
early replacement of the Type | Engine located at Fire Station 1; and then moving that engine to Fire
Station 6. In doing so, it takes an engine from a busier fire station that is 11 years old, and places it at
slower station. This will extend that unit’s service life by many years. This proposal will better serve the
residents within the Fire District while maximizing efficiencies of equipment.

Nexus to Growth: District call volume has increased substantially over the past 10 years placing
additional strain on current resources. Demand for emergency service continues to trend up at rates of
up to 10% per year. The demand for service is a direct result of growth within the district.

PROJECT #2: FY 21/22

FIRE STATION 6 IMPROVEMENTS (70%) $150,000
FMF Committee APPROVED — FY 17/18
Estimated Cost | FMF % Amount Gen. Fund Amount
$214,286 70% $150,000 30% 64,286

Justification: Fire Station 6 was absorbed with the reorganization with CSA 107. Long term planning will
call for eventual station replacement, but this is 7-10 years off. This project includes upgrades to the
Captain’s dormitory, kitchen, separating the attic mezzanine from the living space, and the installation
of a hard wired smoke detection system. Note, this is a reduction to the original approved FMF request
of $542,500.

Nexus to Growth: With the addition of career staffing, improvements are needed to ensure the station
meets the needs of fulltime crews to serve the community. Growth combined with fulltime staffing at a

fire station designed for an all-volunteer station provides the justification for this request.

PROJECT #3: FY 21/22

TRAINING TOWER IMPROVEMENTS — OPERATIONS (85%) $88,235
FMF Committee APPROVED — FY 19/20
Estimated Cost | FMF % Amount Gen. Fund Amount
$176,471 50% $88,235 50% $88,235

Justification: The addition of two (2) career fire stations and an authorized roster of twenty-five (25)
volunteers has caused a significant increase in the use of the training tower and grounds. The
additional use has led to wear and tear, and replacement of damaged items. Additionally, new
training props are needed along with improvements and to maintain/meet safety standards.

Nexus to Growth: The addition of fifteen (15) fulltime firefighters and twenty-five (25) volunteer
fire fighters is a direct result of growth. The 50% cost represents a prorated share for non-

maintenance improvements to maintain safety standards. Note: This project is 50% complete

Justification: A Type VI fire engine is an excellent tool for initial attack and tactical patrol type operations
given the topographical features in the district. In the winter months, this unit is planned to carry
specialized equipment to handle swift water emergencies. The cost includes equipment and radios.

Nexus to Growth: Due to the growth of homes in the wildland interface area, the need for a highly
maneuverable, quick attack vehicle is needed.

Justification: The Fire District added an additional Fire Inspector | position due to increased construction
activity and defensible space inspections. This position requires a vehicle to complete their daily tasks.
The cost of the vehicle includes radio(s) and various other up-fitting.

Nexus to Growth: Growth within the district was the sole driving factor for the additional inspector.

Project #6: FY 26/27
Water Tender — Operations (40%)

FMF Committee APPROVED — FY 19/20 $180,000
Estimated Cost | FMF % Amount Gen. Fund Amount
$450,000 40% $180,000 60% $270,000

Justification: The District currently has one (1) water tender which has seen a dramatic increase in use
over the past 5-8 years. The current front line Water Tender was inherited from the CSA 107 merger
and while in good shape; lacks many of the desired features of a modern tactical water tender. The
proposal is to purchase a new modern tactical water tender at a proportional share to replace the current
the front line water tender; the older water tender would be placed in ready reserve at Fire station 4.

Nexus to Growth: Due to the growth of homes and population in the wildland interface area, combined
with the increased response to wildland fires both in district and to assist our neighboring agencies, the
proposal is to use 40% fire mitigation fees for the purchase of a new Water Tender.

PROPOSED Project #7: FY 22/23
Prevention Office Space Remodel - Prevention

Governance approval pending $100,000
Estimated Cost | FMF % Amount Gen. Fund Amount
$125,000 80% 100,000 20% $25,000

Justification: The project is to reconfigure the current fire prevention space into a more desirable
layout, provide additional plan storage, deliver better work flow, provide floor to ceiling office
cubical, and provide a space for digital plan review tables. The projects includes the software and
equipment to move to digital plan review.

Nexus to Growth: Over the last three decades, the fire prevention bureau has grown from two (2)
authorized positions to five (5) fulltime positions and up to two (2) part-time positions on staff at any
given time. The administrative staff has also increased; this has made work space a premium. This is
entirely due to growth of the district. Digital plan review will be the way of the future and will increase

efficiencies in work flow and turnaround times. Improved work process is needed to keep up with the
demand for service. The increased demand is fully related to growth of the district.
